Get a jump start in preparing your child for 6 th  grade by 
getting their immunizations up to date!  The Indiana State 
Department of Health requires the following additional 

immunizations for all students entering 6 th  grade:  
One meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV4) .  
One Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis) booster, 

after 10 years of age.  
Two doses of varicella vaccine (or a history of chickenpox 

disease).  
We wanted to let you know now so you will have plenty of time 

to schedule an appointment to update your childôs 
immunizations with their medical provider.  
If you are uninsured or your current insurance plan doesnôt 
pay for immunizations, your child might be eligible to get them 
at the Johnson County Health Department for a small fee.
